STEP 1: EVENT DECLARATION

Please declare your event by submitting this form to match.racing@sailing.org at your earliest convenience (ideally, at least four months prior to the event).

Complete Section 1 and the “Application Data” column of Sections 2 to 6 (depending on the event grade applied for) at this stage. The form must be endorsed by the Member National Authority before submission to World Sailing.

All fields marked with * are required information that is essential for grading and advertising this event. Events must provide this information at a minimum in order to be graded and listed on the World Sailing Regatta Calendar.  

Upon receipt, the World Sailing office will publish the data on the Regatta Calendar and notify the Organizing Authority (OA). The OA should then review the data on the website (https://www.sailing.org/regattasearch.php) and reach out to match.racing@sailing.org if any modifications are necessary.

If applicable, the World Sailing office will issue an invoice to the OA at this time for any grading or advertising fees in accordance with World Sailing Policy A2, point 1.7.

STEP 2: RESULTS

Upon completion of the event, the “Chief Umpire Confirmation” column and the event results must be filled in, confirmed by the event Chief Umpire, and returned to WS (match.racing@sailing.org) as follows: within 5 days for events graded 3, 4, or 5, or within 24 hours for events graded W, 1, or 2.

Definitions:
Open event – is one in which any crew is eligible to apply (e.g. no age or gender restriction), with the exception of national and continental championships
Youth event – is one in which the NOR states that all sailors must be exactly under 23 before December 31st of the year the event takes place
All Youth crew – means that all sailors in a crew are under age 23 before 31 December of the year the event takes place

Grading process in brief
1. Fill out the grading form
2. Send to match.racing@sailing.org
3. Check that your event is published on the World Sailing website
4. World Sailing invoices you the grading and advertising fees if applicable per WS Policy A2, 1.7
5. Pay grading and advertising fees to World Sailing
6. Run event
7. Enter results into grading form 
8. Chief Umpire checks and confirms the sections 1 to 6
9. Send grading form to match.racing@sailing.org within the required timeframe





By following this process you make sure that your event is promoted well in advance and that the skippers get their points in a reasonable timeframe
